Kindergarten, 1st and 2" grade:

We focus mostly on oral instruction while building a
vocabulary foundation, through the use of songs,
games and interactive activities. Written text will be
taught in a simple manner through pre-reading and
pre-writing activities.

3rd, 4th and 5th grade

Students will be able to make simple phrases,
describe, understand simple commands, read and
write short stories.

6-8th grade and 9-11th grade

The classes offered by EFGH will vary depending
on the location and the make-up of the group at that
location: first approach to French, reinforcement of
what has been learned or expansion of the
vocabulary and deepening of the learning.
