Primary Duties

Teaching French:

- Use teaching methods and materials recommended by the Curriculum Coordinator,
- Ensure students actively participate in class,
- Monitor and correct students’ work based on classwork,
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- Write reports on the lessons taught in class at least once a month to parents, the
Curriculum Coordinator, and the Director,

- Maintain relationships with parents, with help from the Curriculum Coordinator,

- Attend mandatory training.

Administrative Duties:
- Complete and send out report cards each semester to parents, the Curriculum
Coordinator and the Director,
- Perform administrative tasks in class (taking attendance, enforcing safety and hygiene
rules, etc.).

EFGH Team:
- Work as a team with a teaching assistant and/or language assistant,
- Discuss and collaborate with the teaching team,
- Take part in EFGH events and educational programs.

Required Skills

- Fluent in both written and spoken French,

- Able to prepare courses independently while meeting objectives determined by EFGH
for each level,

- Able to track the progress and difficulties of each student and adjust the teaching style
to each student’s needs,

- Able to work as a team,

- Proficient in English.

Conditions of Hire

- Must possess a degree in teaching French (from France or another francophone country,
or must be certified in Texas or the United States) and/or must have extensive
experience in teaching French to Francophone and/or non-Francophone children,

- Must be legally authorized to work in the United States,

- Must be able to work on Saturday mornings,

- Must commit to working the entire EFGH academic year (September to May).
